The removal of parts for testing should be kept to an absolute minimum. “In-circuit” analysis
should provide you with enough data to determine correct operation.

Refer to the design-history section of the service manual if you locate a part in the circuit that is
not the same as the schematic. This section will be of great assistance to you in performing a cor-
rect repair.

TROUBLE-SHOOTING AND DISASSEMBLY

« NO music

if no music is coming from the speaker panel,
first check the fuse. If it is defective, replace it
with the same type (MDL-4, ALS), (MLD-3.2,
Silver), or (MDL-4, Platinum).

The full-range ribbon speakers used in the
ALS consist of two 30-inch ribbons, connected
in series, with a jumper connected across the
top speaker terminals and covered with a
foam strip. The speakers also have a foam
pad installed on the back of each panel to as-
sist in high frequency damping.

« Lack of high-frequency
reproduction

if the problem is high-frequency reproduction,
this could be caused by either of the ribbon
panels, due to their series connection. The
easiest way to test the panels is to loosen the
top ribbon from the panel and install a jumper
between the center terminals of the ribbons. If
you now have music emanating from the
lower ribbon, then the top ribbon has suffered
an open connection and needs to be
replaced. If you still have no sound emanating
from the ribbons after installing the jumper,
then the bottom ribbon is to be replaced.

« High-frequency “buzz”

When the complaint is a high frequency
“buzz,” then the ribbons should be suspect.
The best way to locate the defective driver is
to connect the speaker to a high-power
amplifier in the power range of 700 watts or
more, and play a piano passage to as loud a
volume as is reasonable. This not only will
identify the driver that is defective, it also will
pin-point the area on the ribbon that is resonat-
ing. Try to tighten the ribbon panel screws to
stop the “buzz.” If this does not remove it,
then you'll have to replace the driver.

» Replacing the ribbons

If the ribbons require replacement, please be
sure to note the polarity of the cross-over
leads to terminal connections. The ALS’s
30-inch ribbons are wired QUT-OF-PHASE
with respect to the Red Lead from the cross
over being connected to the Black Terminal on
the ribbon.

Ribbons on the Silver and Platinum Editions
are wired IN-PHASE to the cross-over, that is,
the Red Lead from the cross-over connects to
the Red Terminal on the 48-inch or 60-inch rib-
bons.

The Silver and Platinum series Amazing
Loudspeaker is the same basic configuration
with a major difference—the ribbon {48-inch
for the Silver, 60-inch for the Platinum) is a
one-piece assembly with four runs of ribbon
material connected in series. This run is con-
nected by way of two PCB’s located at the top
and bottom of the ribbon panel.

If there is a lack of sound coming from them,
please check the tightness of the PCB-ribbon
mounting. If this should somehow become
loose, it will prevent the circuit from being com-
pleted. If everything appears to be okay—with
respect to connections—then the defective rib-
bon panel should be replaced. These ribbons
are wired IN-PHASE with the cross-over.

@ Access to woofers
or cross-over

To gain access to the woofers or to the cross-
over, the recommended disassembly method
is to lay the speaker face down and remove
the front grill screws. Once these are
removed, stand the speaker upright. This is to
prevent damage to the finish on the front face
of the speaker panel. Loosen input cup from
rear grill assembly, then remove the screws to
the rear grill cloth and remove the cloth. The
rear of the woofers and the cross-over are
now exposed.

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@« EXxcessive cross-over
damage

If you should find excessive cross-over
damage and decide to replace the cross-over,
you may need to replace the cross-over in the
“good” speaker also so that the system has a
“matched pair.”

« Lack of sub-bass
frequencies

One open woofer could cause the lack of sub-
bass frequencies from the panel (in the ALS).
The woofers are connected in a series/parallel
combination; that is, if one woofer should
open circuit, then two woofers will now be
silent. Jump around the woofers (the terminals
together) to find the open one. In the unlikely
event of all woofers being soundless, this
would most likely be caused by a defective
Cross-over.

*

The woofers used in the Silver and Platinum
ALS are connected in parallel and are wired
OUT-OF-PHASE with respect the the Red
Lead from the cross-over being connected to
the Black Terminal of the woofer.

I the surround on the sub-woofers are not
making good contact around the whole woofer
basket, then it may be reattached using any
non-acid-based glue such as silicone.

If you do find it necessary to replace any of

the woofers, the speaker will have to be
“broken-in” again. That is, the overall reproduc-
tion will not be optimum until the replacement
woofer has played for about ten hours, at
which time the resonance of that drive will
have lowered to its correct frequency.

To reassemble, remember to install the rear
grill cloth first so that you will be able to
replace the front grill.

Section 4
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#6 Apply final wax using the wax-and-shine
impregnated cloth. This final step will
render the original defect essentially in-
visible, and will restore the ultimate luster.

« ALTERNATE METHOD FOR
RESTORING DEEP GOUGE
THAT HAS EXPOSED BARE
wOOD

#1 Clean area with alcohol or acetone.

#2 Use high gloss touch-up pen, Testor’'s® or
an equivalent. Apply only to scratch itself.
Allow to dry.

#3 Apply Meguiar's #7 and buff to gloss using
soft cloth or polishing towel. This will
render defect essentially invisible at a nor-
mal viewing distance in normal lighting.
